This 3 km² 

rainfed lake was created in 1958 by damming the Sukhna Choe, a seasonal stream coming 

down from the Shivalik Hills.  

The Harmandir Sahib, also known as Darbar Sahib  is a Gurdwara located in the city 

of Amritsar, Punjab, India. It is the prominent pilgrimage site of Sikhism. It is usually called 

the Golden Temple in English, because it is plated with gold. 

Jallianwala Bagh is a public garden in Amritsar, and houses a memorial of national 

importance, established in 1951 by the Government of India, to commemorate the massacre 

of peaceful celebrants including unarmed women and children by British occupying forces, 

on the occasion of the Punjabi New Year (Baisakhi) on 13 April 1919 in the Jallianwala Bagh 

Massacre. 

Gobindgarh Fort is a historic fort located in the center of the city of Amritsar in the Indian 

state of Punjab. The Fort was earlier occupied by the army but is now open to the public from 

10 February 2017. Today the fort is being developed as a unique live museum, as a repository 

of Punjab’s history. 
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
